New for 2016/2017 is a little 50/50 Club which is being set up for those that like a little flutter and it has much better odds of winning than the National Lottery! 50% of the proceeds immediately gets banked by the PFA. The other 50% gets given away in cash prizes each month that the draw is run.
We would like to run this year’s draw from January to July 2017, there will be 1 draw per month so 7 in total. To participate you will need to subscribe in units of £20, this gives you one number for the 7 draws for this period. There is no limit to the amount of numbers you can have, so even more chance to win.

Again anyone can participate, parent, carer, teacher, grandparent, aunt, uncle or your friends! With over 3000 retailers you’re sure to find what you need. Renewing your insurance, or booking a hotel, holiday or flights. Or simply getting your own little treat. Please try and buy your items through the easy fundraising website or app first. 
Last year around £350 was raised by just 10 parents shopping online through easyfundraising…imagine if the majority of the parents and carers at the school also did this!
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We are registered for gift aid, which could boost our funds considerably.  It is tax claimed back from the Inland Revenue when donations are made to us out of your earned income. 
If you are a UK tax payer, we are able to claim 25p in every pound that you donate to our PFA.  The procedure for this is very simple.  We ask parents to sign a declaration form (this only has to be done once whilst you are at school) to confirm you are a UK taxpayer. The declaration can be cancelled at any time.  Following this, every time you support the PFA with a cash donation or if you support a sponsored event, the PFA can claim the Gift Aid on your contribution. If both parents are taxpayers, please request another Gift Aid form from our PFA Treasurer or copy the one you have.
There is nothing further for you to do and we need no other information from you.  The issue of Gift Aid is taken on trust and you can support more than one charity in this way.  We do not, and are not required to divulge any personal information to the HMRC from your completed forms. Again you can download the Gift Aid Declaration form from the school’s website PFA page.
[bookmark: _Toc468795144]Company matched giving
Company matched giving is a very simple.  Companies or businesses pledge to donate to a charity such as ourselves an amount of money relating to the amount that an employee donates or fundraises for us.  We could be helped massively by this type of donation, and there are several benefits to both ourselves and the company involved:
· employees’ morale is boosted by having their efforts supported by their employer
· the company benefits from having charitable donations written off against taxable profits
· the company can endeavour to get publicity for their giving
· our PFA benefits from receiving perhaps double what we have raised at an event
So please, please, please especially if you or your partner works for a large corporate company ask your employer if they operate or are interested in running a matched giving scheme, it’s not complicated and will cost you nothing extra other than your time!
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Employees can choose to support East Bergholt PFA with a regular donation direct from their pay. It’s cheaper because it’s tax free - for example, a donation of £5 per month costs the basic rate tax payer £4.00. The taxman pays the rest!
Higher and Additional rate taxpayers – this is the only way to pass on your 40% or 45% tax to charities. Only 28% can be recouped via other ways of giving. If you would like to support the PFA through Payroll Giving, please ask your employer about the scheme.
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Support from parents that give a regular amount to the PFA is an invaluable source of fundraising. By donating monthly by direct debit or standing order you will be helping East Bergholt Primary and the PFA to plan ahead.
You can donate directly to the PFA via Standing Order. It's quick and easy to set up a monthly or annual standing order. The PFA is very grateful for any amount; small donations from across the school make a real difference over time.
You can download the Standing Order Mandate from the school’s website PFA page, use online banking or forms available from your bank to set up a standing order. You will need details of the PFA bank account which are listed below.
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The PFA is lucky enough to receive occasional one-off donations from parents, whatever the size of gift we are always delighted when parents are in a position to do this. We realise that sometimes parents prefer for donations to be discrete and the PFA respect this.
East Bergholt Primary School PFA has a bank account to receive donations the details of which are below. When making a regular or one-off donation to the PFA bank account, please use your child’s first initial and surname as the reference.

As a registered Charity, East Bergholt Primary School PFA is able to claim Gift Aid on eligible donations.  If you complete a Gift Aid Declaration, we may be able to claim up to an additional 25% on your generous donation.
